TERMS AND CONDITIONS GOVERNING GRANTS
1. Fair Labor Standards
A. All professional performers and related or supporting professional personnel employed on projects or productions which are financed in whole or in part under the grant will be paid without subsequent deduction or rebate on any account not less than the minimum compensation as determined by the Secretary of Labor to be the prevailing minimum compensation for persons employed in similar activities.  The Grantee shall comply with the US. Department of Labor Standards, "Title 29" Chapter V Part 505.

B. No part of any project or production which is financed in whole or in part under the grant will be performed or engaged in under working conditions that are unsanitary or hazardous or dangerous to the health and safety of the employees engaged in such project or production.  Compliance with the safety and sanitary laws of the State in which the performance or part thereof is to take place shall be prima facie evidence of compliance.

2. Civil Rights:  The Grantee hereby agrees that it will comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.) Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794) and, where applicable, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 U.S.C. 1681 et seq.) and all requirements imposed by or pursuant to the Regulations of the National Endowment for the Arts 45 (C.F.R., Part 1152) issued pursuant to these Titles.  Title VI, Section 504, and Title IX prohibit discrimination on the basis of race, color, national origin, handicap, sex, religion or sexual orientation in any program or activity receiving Nevada Arts Council (NAC) support.  The Applicant hereby gives assurance that it will immediately take any measures necessary to comply.  This assurance shall obligate the Applicant for the period during which NAC financial assistance is extended.

This assurance is given in connection with any and all financial assistance from NAC after the date this form is signed.  This includes payments after such date for financial assistance approved before such date.  The Applicant recognizes and agrees that any such assistance will be extended in reliance on the representations and agreements made in this assurance, and that the United States shall have the right to seek judicial enforcement of this assurance.  This assurance is binding on the Applicant, its successors, transferees, and assignees, and on the authorized official whose signature appears below.

3. Handicapped:  Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 provides that: "No otherwise qualified handicapped individual in the United States, as defined in section 7(6)*, shall, solely by reason of his handicap, be excluded from the participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving Federal assistance."

* The term "handicapped individual" means any individual who (A) has a physical or mental disability which for such individual constitutes or results in a substantial handicap to employment and (B) can reasonably be expected to benefit in terms of employability from vocational rehabilitation services provided pursuant to Titles I and III of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.  For the purposes of Titles IV and V of this Act, such term means any person who (A) has a physical or mental impairment which substantially limits one or more of such person's major life activities, (B) has a record of such an impairment, or (C) is regarded as having such an impairment. (Section 504 is part of Title V of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.)
4. Audit of Records:  An audit of an organization receiving a Challenge Grant or a Partners in Excellence Grant: Tier II, Level 5, at the conclusion of the Grant period must be performed and submitted to NAC. The audit is to be made according to general accounting principles, unless the organization has received a total of more than $500,000 of Federal funds from NAC and/or other sources. Organizations that have received more than $500,000 Federal dollars must supply NAC with an audit done in accordance to the principles stated in the Single Audit Act of 1984, P.L.98-502, Circulars A-110, A-128 and A-133.

The NAC, the National Endowment for the Arts, the State Legislative Auditor, the Controller General of the United States or any duly authorized representative, shall have access to any books, documents, papers and all records of information determined to be necessary to conduct an audit for funds expended under the terms and conditions of all NAC grants.
5. Standards for Grantee Financial Management Systems: Grantee financial management systems shall provide for:

A. Accurate, current, and complete disclosure of the financial results of each grant program in accordance with NAC reporting requirements.

B. Records that identify adequately the source and application of funds for grant-supported activities.  These records shall contain information pertaining to grant awards and authorizations, obligations, non-obligated balances, assets, liabilities, outlays, and income.

C. Effective control over and accountability for all funds, property, and other assets. Grantees shall adequately safeguard all such assets and shall assure that they are used solely for authorized purposes.

D. Procedures for determining the allowability and allocation of costs in accordance with the NAC Guidelines and the principles stated in OMB Circular A-122 ("Cost Principles for Nonprofit Organizations"), OMB Circular A-21 ("Cost Principles for Educational Institutions"), or OMB Circular A-87 (“Cost Principles for State And Local Government”).

6. Other Assurances:  Grantees are required to execute projects, productions etc. in accordance with the requirements of the NEA regulations implementing Executive Orders 12549 and 12689, “Debarment and Suspension,” and the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988.

7.  This grant is made for specific projects within the NAC plan as submitted in accordance with your application to NAC.  The Terms and Conditions of the application are hereby incorporated by reference into the Terms and Conditions of this grant.

8. If the grant is altered substantially (over 10% change in any item) from the approved application, or there are substantial financial, programmatic or personnel changes within the organization, the grantee must advise the appropriate NAC program staff in writing within 30 days to stay in compliance.
9. Termination for Non-Appropriation.  The continuation of this grant is subject to and contingent upon sufficient funds being appropriated, budgeted, and otherwise made available by the State Legislature and/or federal sources.  Reservation of funds based upon budget reductions is included herein.  The granting authority may reduce or terminate this grant, and the grantee waives any and all claim(s) for damages, effective immediately upon receipt of written notice (or any date specified therein) if for any reason the granting agency’s funding from State and/or federal sources is not appropriated or is withdrawn, limited, or impaired.
